Born in 1872 in Kolkata, Sri Aurobindo
Ghosh was a visionary thinker and a

multifaceted personality.

He was a poet, philosopher, educator, revolutionary, and spiritual leader.
Although he received his formal education in England, his spirit remained
deeply rooted in India. Upon his return to India in 1893, he served as a civil
servant under the Maharaja of Baroda. The partition of Bengal ignited his
nationalist spirit, prompting him to leave government service and actively
participate in the freedom struggle. His involvement led to imprisonment on
charges of sedition, which proved to be a transformative phase in his life.
During this period, he experienced profound spiricual realisations that
reshaped his worldview and marked the beginning of his spiritual journey.

He later devoted himself to the practice of yoga and meditation, aiming to

elevate human consciousness. In 1926, he founded the Aurobindo Ashram,
which became a centre for spiritual seckers. His philosophy of education
emphasised the holistic development of individuals—physical, emotional,
mental, and spiritual. He advocated for integral education, a concept that
aligns closely with the vision of the National Education Policy 2020. His
emphasis on learner-centred approaches, the use of native languages, and
inner growth continues to inspire the academic ethos of Sri Aurobindo
College. His life and teachings remain a guiding force, motivating us to pursue
excellence and nurture future generations with wisdom and purpose.
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Introduction

About the College

Since its inception in 1972, Sri Aurobindo College has remained a cornerstone of
quality education and character-building.

development was reflected in several high-impact events:

Cultural & Diplomatic Engagement: The annual fest, MEHAK 2026, brought a
wave of energy from across Delhi University and the National Capital Region.
Similarly, the Model United Nations held on October 15, 2025, fostered rigorous

diplomatic debate among students ranging from school level to post-graduates.

Career Advancement: The Training and Placement Cell hosted NEEV 5.0, a
premier Job & Internship Fair. With 45+ reputed firms like ICICI Bank and BDO
India conducting over 600 interviews for 1,200+ students, the event solidified the

college’s role in bridging the gap between education and employment.

Innovation & Entrepreneurship: The E-Cell’s flagship E-Summit and a strategic
visit to II'T Roorkee provided students with essential national exposure and digital
business skills. Furthermore, the Principal’s Internship Scheme, launched in
February 2026, allowed 18 selected students to gain professional experience in tech,

design, and content creation.

Significant Events/ Activities

International Conference on Empowering Rural Communities:

Agrarian Politics and the Legacy of Chaudhary Charan Singh towards
viksit Bharat

Sri Aurobindo College organized a two-day International Conference titled
“Empowering Rural Communities: Agrarian Politics and the Legacy of Chaudhary
Charan Singh towards Viksit Bharat” on 22nd-23rd December 2025 at Sir Shankar Lal
Hall, University of Delhi. The conference was held under the patronage of Principal
Prof. Arun Chaudhary, with Dr. Raj Kumar Verma and Dr. Vikas Malik serving as
Conveners, and Mr. Vinay Bhardwaj as Secretary. The conference brought together
distinguished policymakers, academicians, and scholars from diverse disciplines,
including literature, history, economics, political science, sciences, agricu]ture, and
sociology.

It provided a vibrant platform for interdisciplinary dialogue on India’s rural
landscape, agrarian politics, and sustainable pathways toward inclusive and holistic
development.

The event was graced by Sh. Bhupender Yadav, Union Minister for Environment,
Forest and Climate Change, as the Chief Guest and Sh. Jayant Chaudhary, Union
Minister of State, as the Guest of Honour.

The conference witnessed engaging sessions, critical discussions, and meaningful
exchanges, contributing significantly to academic discourse and policy-oriented

perspectives on rural empowerment and agrarian reform in India.




Model United Nations

SAC MUN '25 was an interdepartmental Model United Nations conference organized
by Sri Aurobindo College on 15th October 2025. The conference brought together
students from across departments and institutions to engage in structured diplomatic
simulation, debate, and negotiation on pressing global issues. The Model United
Nations format places students in the roles of national delegates, requiring them to
represent assigned countries before United Nations committees, argue positions
grounded in international law and policy, and negotiate resolutions with delegations
holding competing interests. The exercise develops competencies in research, public

speaking, critical analysis, and coalition-
building that carry well beyond the
conference room. SAC MUN 25 was
conceived and executed as a standalone
interdepartmental initiative under the
convenorship of Dr. Rounak Pathak, and
co-convenorship of Dr. Sachin Kumar,
reflecting the college's commitment to
experiential and global-oriented learning.
The conference was held at a moment of

acute global flux. As economic disparities

between the Global North and South had

widened in the aftermath of the Covid-19 pandemic. Geopolitical rivalries had
intensified, and the foundations of the postwar liberal international order had come
under sustained strain. There was therefore a pressing need for renewed multilateral
dialogue. Against this backdrop, SAC MUN 25 convened its United Nations General
Assembly committee to deliberate on the following agenda: "Addressing the
Consequences of Rising Protectionism and Tariff Conflicts: Balaneing the Needs of
Developing Economies and Developed Nations." This agenda placed delegates at the
centre of one of contemporary international relations' most consequential fault lines:
the tension between sovereign economic self-interest and the demands of an
interdependent global trading system. Delegates were required to engage with the
empirical record of protectionist policy; the institutional architecture of the World
Trade Organization; and the structural vulnerabilities of developing economies
navigating an era defined as much by tariff conflict as by climate pressure. Faculty and
student coordinators from various departments contributed to the successful

execution of the conference.



UGC Initiatives for NEP 2020: NEP Saarthi

The University Grants Commission appointed Lav Rathaur, a B.A. (Programme),
gth-year student of Sri Aurobindo College as a NEP SAARTHI (Student
Ambassador for Academic Reforms in Transforming Higher Education in India). In
this role, the ambassador is responsible for promoting awareness of the National
Education Policy 2020 among current and prospective undergraduate students
through activities aligned with the UGC’s prescribed calendar.

During the academic year 2025-26, the college actively participated in the UGC
NEP SAARTHI Programme, organizing over ten events with participation
exceeding 800 students. The year began with an online quiz competition that
received more than 500 registrations and 219 active participants, fostering NEP
awareness through an interactive format. This was followed by a speech
competition under Bhartiya Bhasha Utsav (19 participants) and a bilingual
extempore competition with around 150 participants from various Delhi University
colleges, highlighting multilingual engagement.

Academic engagement was further strengthened through an expert lecture by Dr.
Prashant Barthwal from the Department of Political Science, attended by 93
participants, and a panel discussion on Indian Knowledge Systems with 150
attendees, connecting NEP principles to interdisciplinary and cultural contexts.
Creative initiatives included an essay writing competition (49 participants) on the
theme of India@2047 and a poster-making competition (50 participants),
encouraging critical and visual interpretation of NEP concepts.

To support students practically, a NEP Help Desk assisted 72 students with
academic transitions such as the Four-Year Undergraduate Programme (FYUP) and
credit systems. Outreach efforts extended beyond campus through an awareness
rally in Malviya Nagar involving 110 participants. The Programme concluded with a
nukkad natak (street play) engaging 72 participants, effectively communicating the
vision of holistic, skill-based, and inclusive education.

Overall, these initiatives significantly enhanced awareness, participation, and
understanding of NEP 2020, reﬂecting the institution’s commitment to academic

reform and inclusive education.




Departmental Activities

Department of Botany

The department actively facilitated experiential learning through a series of
educational and industrial visits under the mentorship of Dr. Anil Mavi. On 13th
October 2025, B.Sc. IlIrd Semester students visited BRIC-National Institute of
Plant Genome Research, where they attended insightful sessions on bioinformatics
and plant genome research conducted by Ratneshwar Thakur. The visit provided
valuable exposure to contemporary research practices in plant sciences: further
strengthening  industry-academia engagement, B.Sc. IVth Semester students
undertook an industrial visit to Panacea Biotec on 2nd February 2026, where they
explored practical applications of industrial microbiology techniques.

The department also takes pride in the achievements of its students. A team of B.Sc.
First-year students Khushi Chandna, Upasana, Avya Yadav, and Deepika Yadav
secured the First Prize and the Best Poster Presentation Award at the 4th Annual
National Conference on “Advances in Plant Biology: Plant Microbes for a

Sustainable Future,” organised by Hansraj College.




Department of Chemistr}{

The Department of Chemistry, actively engaged in academic and outreach
initiatives during the session under the inchargeship of Dr.Sakshi Malik. A visit to
Namo e-waste Management Ltd., a recycling centre in Palwal, Haryana, was
organized on November 7, 2025, for students enrolled in the Skill Enhancement
Course Prospecting E-Waste for Sustainability, providing practical exposure to e-
waste management practices.

The department has been designated as a Skill Development Centre (SDC) by the
University of Delhi for the course Green Methods of Chemistry, reinforcing its
commitment to sustainable education. Prof. Pramod Kumar serves as the
Coordinator of the Subject Expert Group (SEG) for Environment and Sustainable
Resource Management under Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (UBA), a flagship initiative of
the Ministry of Education.

Further strengthening its academic initiatives, the department organized a one-day
seminar titled Environmental Issues in Rural Areas on March 27, 2026, in hybrid
mode, under the convenorship of Prof. Pramod Kumar, in collaboration with UBA.
In addition, a research project titled Unveiling of Environmental Crisis and Socio-
Economic Challenges along the Yamuna River in Delhi has been sanctioned by the
ICSSR Northern Regional Centre. The project is led by Prof. Pramod Kumar, with
Dr. Shashank Shekhar and Dr. Sakshi Malik as Co-Project Directors, for a duration

of one year.




Department Of Commerce

The Commerce Department organized a series of engaging and learning-driven
initiatives aimed at bridging the gap between theory and practical exposure under
the leadership of Dr.Silky Jain. The year began with Trgovinazo2s, held on 8th and
g9th April, which witnessed active inter-college participation through commerce-
based and case-driven competitions, encouraging analytical thinking and
teamwork. This was followed by "Lamhey", the Commerce Department farewell
on 9th May, celebrating the journey of seniors through performances and shared
memories.

The Orientation Programme on 2nd August ensured a smooth induction of 1st
Year students by introducing them to the Department’s vision. On 7th November,
the Mock Stock Seminar provided a foundational understanding of stock markets
through simplified, practical insights. Career-focused Counselling Sessions on 14th
and 17th November guided students on professional paths in commerce,
particularly CA and finance. An Industrial Visit to Mother Dairy on 15th
November offered exposure to real-world operations and supply chain systems.
Further industry interaction was facilitated through the Zoho Practical Session on
12th February 2026, highlighting corporate workflows.

This was followed by an Industrial Visit to Haier Industrial Plant on 20th
February, giving students hands-on insight into manufacturing and business

operations, making the overall experience holistic and impactful.
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Department of Computer Science

The Department of Computer Science organized an expert talk on Graphic
Design and Development in collaboration with DUCAT on 25th September 2025
and sth April 2025 under the guidance of Ms. Deeksha Joshi. The purpose of these
sessions was to familiarize students with the basics of graphic design and introduce
them to current tools and trends used in the industry. During the sessions, the
speakers from DUCAT discussed important topics such as fundamental design
principles, use of colour in design, basics of UI/UX, and the importance of graphic
design in website and application development. They also shared practical insights
about commonly used tools and career opportunities available in this field.

The visit provided students with an
opportunity to observe, question, and interpret historical objects in their curated
context. Throughout the visit, the students-maintained observation notes,
photographed artefacts (where permitted), and engaged in discussions. The
society’s newly formed Technical Team and Photography Team documented the
visit extensively, capturing both artefacts and participant engagement. The visit
was conducted under the guidance of Dr. Sunaina and Dr. Devrishi (who

Department of Physics

Gravitas, the Society of Physics Enthusiasts of Sri Aurobindo College, fostered
scientific curiosity through a series of engaging events during the academic year
2025-26 under the leadership of Dr Poonam Jain.

NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME (NSS)

The National Service Scheme (NSS) unit of Sri Aurobindo College operates through
a diverse framework of six core projects—AOA, Kilkari, Saviour, Sehyog, Vasundhara,
and WeHeal—each targeting specific social challenges while collectively advancing the
mission of community service. Project AOA (Action on Addiction) emphasizes
prevention and intervention through workshops like “Beyond the Limit” and “Udaan,”
while Kilkari focuses on the holistic development of underprivileged children through
creative initiatives such as “Kalpana” and “Khel Utsav.” Saviour champions women’s
empowerment through self-defence training and empathy-building programs like
“Walk in Her Shoes,” and Sehyog ensures inclusivity by supporting specially-abled
individuals and promoting neurological awareness through sessions like
“NeuroJourney.” Environmental sustainability is spearheaded by Vasundhara, which
leads plantation drives and eco-friendly celebrations like “Green Diwali Natak,” while
WeHeal provides a vital platform for mental health awareness and emotional well-

being.

The unit’s commitment to service was most prominently displayed during
“Samarpan,” a seven-day special camp held in November 2025 in Begumpur. This
ﬂagship initiative integrated various social welfare activities, including a health
check-up camp for 140 residents, the distribution of 350 hygiene kits and 200 food
packets, and a major Yamuna Cleanliness Drive at Wazirabad. Beyond grassroots field
work, the unit engaged in national-level dialogues and patriotic celebrations, such as
the “Vande Mataram” event at the college and the “Viksit Bharat Ke Rang” program
at Kartavya Path. From addressing national security in seminars to participating in

ENACTUS

Enactus continued to uphold its commitment to social entrepreneurship and

As a
student-led organisation, the society achieved several significant milestones in the areas
of institutional recognition, event leadership, and grassroots engagement. A defining
moment for the chapter was receiving recognition and best wishes from the Hon'ble
Chief Minister of Delhi, marking an important affirmation of its civic impact and
growing outreach. The team further demonstrated its social responsibility during the Sri
Aurobindo College Diwali Mela, where it hosted a stall showcasing handcrafted and
upcycled products, generating over 10,000 in sales within the first hour. Additionally,
Enactus SAC successfully organised Envictus’2z5, its annual ﬂagship social
entrepreneurship conclave, which brought together prominent industry leaders, social
innovators, and student entrepreneurs. The event featured engaging segments such as
PitchVerse, Case Chaos, and a Startup Fair, fostering innovation, collaboration, and
entrepreneurial thinking among participants.

Enactus SAC continued to drive meaningful impact through its four active social
enterprise initiatives. Project Ankur focuses on sustainability by upcycling discarded
coconut shells into premium eco-friendly products such as bowls, planters, and décor
items, thereby creating livelihood opportunities for artisan communities. Project Urvi
addresses urban waste and women’s empowerment by transforming plastic polythene
into handcrafted crocheted products, equipping women from marginalised backgrounds
with valuable skills and financial independence. Project Mridva works towards reviving
traditional terracotta craftsmanship by empowering artisans, including National Award-
winning artisan Shri Giriraj Prasad, and offering diverse product lines such as Everyday
Essentials, an Innovation Line, Kintsugi, Neemveda, and eco-friendly wall paint using
Geru finish. Meanwhile, Project Raqt tackles menstrual hygiene challenges in
underserved urban areas of Delhi through multilingual awareness sessions, affordable
reusable sanitary products, and women-led production units, aligning its efforts with
national initiatives such as Mission Shakti, Beti Bachao Beti Padhao, and Swachh Bharat
Mission. Collectively, these initiatives reflect Enactus’ holistic approach towards

sustainable development, social innovation, and inclusive growth.




TRIVIA - The Quiz Society

The Quiz Society, Trivia, of Sri Aurobindo College (Morning), University of Delhi,
actively fostered intellectual engagement and academic curiosity during the
academic year through the successful organisation of two major quiz events in
collaboration with esteemed academic bodies.

Economics Quiz, an inter-college competition centred on the macroeconomics of
Viksit Bharat. The event attracted participants from prestigious institutions such as
Hansraj College, Sri Venkateswara College, Indraprastha College for Women, and
Atma Ram Sanatan Dharma College, among others. Structured in two rounds—a
preliminary written round followed by a projector-based final—the quiz rigorously
tested participants’ analytical and conceptual understanding. Both events were
conducted seamlessly and successfully achieved their objective of fostering a spirit of
healthy competition, collaborative learning, and deeper academic engagement

among students.




THE TRAINING AND PLACEMENT CELL

The Training and Placement Cell for the academic year 2025-26 undertook a series
of structured initiatives aimed at enhancing students’ career readiness, beginning
with a career guidance session titled “Career Planning After Graduation: Exploring
Options” on July 23, 2A025. Conducted by Anshumaan Singh Hada, the session
provided valuable insights into diverse career pathways, higher education prospects,
and practical industry expectations. This was followed by Alumni Avenue X
Orientation25 on September 2, 2025, marked the formal orientation of the Cell and
featured distinguished alumni including Saarthak Sharma, Puja Choudhary, Sidhanth
Singh, and Arzoo Arora. Their interactions offered students practical guidance on
internships, placements, and effectively leveraging college opportunities. Continuing
its focus on holistic skill development, the Cell organised “Workplace Readiness 360°:
A Soft Skills Masterclass” on November 19, 2025, led by Jayanta Saha, which
emphasised communication skills, professional etiquette, and workplace
expectations. Further strengthening technical competencies, a Power BI Workshop
was conducted on February 17, 2026, by Ashish Kapasiya, providing hands-on training
in data visualisation.In preparation for placements, the Cell organised the NEEV 5.0
Bootcamp, a two-day intensive initiative held on March 30 and April 1, 2026,
designed to simulate real-world recruitment processes and build scudent confidence.
Day 1 featured a session by Harshita Kapoor, focusing on personal branding,
communication, and confidence-building strategies, while Day 2 included mock
interviews conducted by faculty members, offering students practical exposure to
interview scenarios. A dedicated CV creation and vetting desk operated throughout
the bootcamp, providing structured feedback and personalised guidance on resume
building. The tenure culminated with NEEV 5.0 — The Annual Job & Internship Fair
held on April 2, 2026, which featured participation from over 45 companies and
offered more than 50 diverse job profiles. Prominent recruiters such as BDO India,
ICICI Bank, Bajaj Capital, CRED, and NIIT participated in the event, offering
students valuable industry exposure and live hiring opportunities. The Training and
Placement Cell is committed to provide growth and facilitate scudents' career

advancement.




THE CAREER COUNSELING AND GUIDANCE CELL

The Career Counseling and Guidance Cell (CCGC) demonstrated a sustained
commitment to student development and career readiness throughout the academic
year 2025-26 by organising a series of impactful sessions and activities. The year

Operating under the convenorship
of Dr. Poonam Jain and the patronage of Principal Prof. Arun Chaudhary, SAGE
brings together students across disciplines who share a commitment to engaging with
complex ideas.

During the academic year 2025-26, the society curated a diverse range of events,
including inter-college debates, a public speaking workshop, and the launch of the
SAGE Book Club.

THE ANTI-RAGGING COMMITTEE

The Anti-Ragging Committee of Sri Aurobindo College operates in strict accordance
with the guidelines issued by the University Grants Commission and the Ministry of
Education, Government of India, to ensure a safe, respectful, and inclusive campus
environment. The Committee upholds the principle that preventing ragging is not
merely a regulatory requirement but a fundamental institutional responsibility,
ensuring that all students, especially freshers can pursue their education free from
fear, coercion, or humiliation.

As part of its preventive measures, the Committee ensured the prominent display of
UGC-prescribed anti-ragging posters across the campus. These posters, issued under
official authority, conveyed strong deterrent messages to potential offenders while
also providing clear information about reporting mechanisms and support systems
available to students. During National Anti-Ragging Week (12-18 August), the
Committee collaborated with SAGE, the Debating Society, to organise an inter-
college Conventional Debate on the motion: “Anti-ragging campaigns are more
symbolic than truly effective in preventing ragging.” The event encouraged critical
engagement with issues of institutional accountability and the effectiveness of
awareness initiatives, while also keeping the anti-ragging discourse active and visible
on campus. It witnessed enthusiastic participation and a strong academic audience
under faculty supervision. Additionally, the Committee organised the #YAARI
(Youth Against Ragging Initiative) campaign in collaboration with the University
Grants Commission and the Centre for Youth (C4Y). A selfie stand was installed at a
prominent campus location, encouraging students to participate and spread
awareness through social media. This initiative promoted peer-driven engagement
and reinforced the importance of collective responsibility in eliminating
ragging.

Gajendra Solanki, who used his poetic artistry to explore the theme, while the
Chief Guest, Prof. Sudha Singh of Delhi University, eloquently defined Hindi as
the primary global vehicle for Indian cultural values. Continuing this
momentum on February 20, 2026, the committee observed International Mother
Language Day by hosting a seminar focused on "The Role of Mother Tongue in
the Digital Age." This session integrated diverse perspectives from three
distinguished scholars. Prof. Sanjay Singh Baghel offered a forward-looking
analysis of Hindi and its dialects, illustrating their resilience and bright
prospects within modern digital media, music, and literature. He further
asserted that India's path to becoming a Vishwaguru (Global Leader) depends on
the harmonious integration of all its native languages. Supplementing this, Dr.
Pramod Kumar Singh addressed the historical and technical significance of
Sanskrit, while Dr. Sharmistha Sen provided a moving tribute to the Bengali
language by recalling the 1952 Dhaka University martyrs. Collectively, these
presentations, coordinated by Convener Dr. Pankajendra Kishore, underscored
the vital intersection of historical legacy and technological adaptation in

preserving India's linguistic identity.




HEALTH AND HYGIENE COMMITTEE

The Health & Hygiene Committee of the academic year 2025-26, under the guidance
of Convener Dr. Rinki Sharma and Co-Convener Dr. Yogesh Garg, actively
promoted awareness regarding health, hygiene, and holistic well-being among
students. The student team, led by President Mayank, Vice President Sneha Ojha,
and Technical Head Satyam, played a key role in organizing and executing various
initiatives.

The session began with an Online Logo Designing Competition in October 2025,
aimed at fostering creativity while spreading awareness about health and hygiene.
The competition witnessed enthusiastic participation from students across courses.
Ms. Shivani Kumari (B.Sc. Hons. Electronics Science, 4th Year) secured the first
position.

A major highlight was the Free Ayurvedic Health Camp held on 21 November 2025 in
the Seminar Hall. The event featured Dr. Rekha from Rekha Health Wisdom, who,
along with her team, provided free health check-ups and personalized consultations.
The camp focused on preventive healthcare, natural healing, and balanced living.
Over 40 students and faculty members benefited from consultations addressing
immunity, stress, digestion, and lifestyle-related concerns. Informative materials were
also distributed to encourage healthy habits.

Additionally, the committee, in collaboration with NSS, conducted an online survey
titled “Tobacco Use Among Youth” under the Nasha Mukti Bharat campaign in
association with IHBAS. The study aimed to assess tobacco usage patterns and
promote awareness for quitting through motivational strategies. Conducted via
Google Forms, the survey ensured confidentiality and encouraged honest responses.
Through these initiatives, the committee successfully fostered awareness,
participation, and a proactive approach towards health and hygiene within the

college community.

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Library Developments

The Sri Aurobindo College Library stands as one of the most extensive libraries
within the University of Delhi, continually striving to function as a dynamic
centre of academic and cultural engagement. With the appointment of the new
Librarian, Dr. M. K. Galhotra, the library has moved towards greater digital
transformation and modernized access, aligning itself with evolving academic
needs.

The library’s primary objectives include enhancing its collection of resources,
improving access to both digital and physical materials, promoting a strong
reading and research culture among students and faculty, and upgrading
infrastructure through the adoption of modern technologies. Currently, the
library houses an impressive collection of approximately 66,000 books, with 1,135
new titles recently added across diverse disciplines. It also subscribes to 22
periodicals and 13 newspapers, along with a valuable collection of reference and
rare books available for consultation.

Digital access is a key focus area. Through the Delhi University Library System
(DULS), users can access millions of e-resources, including e-books, e-journals, e-
newspapers, and e-magazines, conveniently via computers and smartphones. The
library is also a member of DELNET, a vast network of over 9,900 institutions,
facilitating inter—library loans through the KOHA Library Management Software.

To enhance user engagement, the library conducts orientation programmes to
familiarize students with its resources and services. It also supports the One
Nation One Subscription (ONOS) initiative, expanding access to scholarly
content. Special provisions are made for visually impaired and differently abled
users, including access to the Delhi University Braille Library and Sugamya
Pustakalaya.

Additionally, the library supports academic research through plagiarism checking
and maintains an insticutional repository with digitized question papers.
Committed to continuous improvement, the library aims to deliver excellent
services and adapt to the evolving needs of its academic community, with the

sustained support of the college administration and stakeholders.

	करियर परामर्श और मार्गदर्शन सेल ने प्रभावशाली सत्रों और गतिविधियों की एक श्रृंखला का आयोजन करके पूरे शैक्षणिक वर्ष 2025-26 में छात्र विकास और करियर की तैयारी के लिए निरंतर प्रतिबद्धता का प्रदर्शन किया। वर्ष की शुरुआत 26 अगस्त, 2025 को “चार्टिंग योर फ्यूचर: कॉमर्स ग्रेजुएट्स के लिए करियर के अवसर” शीर्षक से एक व्यावहारिक सत्र के साथ हुई, जिसका नेतृत्व डॉ.प्रत्युष सिंह, जिन्होंने आवश्यक कौशल, उद्योग की अपेक्षाओं और रणनीतिक करियर योजना पर ज़ोर देते हुए छात्रों को अकादमिक शिक्षा से कॉर्पोरेट वातावरण में संक्रमण के लिए निर्देशित किया। इसके बाद 12 सितंबर, 2025 को एक और आकर्षक सत्र हुआ, “राजनीति विज्ञान में कैरियर मार्ग को अनलॉक करना,” विषय पर डॉ.अनंत प्रकाश द्वारा वक़्तव आयोजित किया गया। 6 नवंबर, 2025 को, प्रंगन कौशल और प्रशिक्षण केंद्र की निदेशक सुश्री निकिता सभरवाल ने “कक्षा से कॉर्पोरेट तक: सफलता के लिए अपनी यात्रा में तेज़ी लाएं” शीर्षक से एक इंटरैक्टिव सत्र दिया, जिसमें संचार कौशल, अनुकूलनशीलता और समग्र पेशेवर तत्परता के महत्व को उजागर करके अकादमिक और पेशेवर दुनिया के बीच की खाई को पाटने पर ध्यान केंद्रित किया गया। छात्रों की आत्म-जागरूकता को और मज़बूत करते हुए, 19 फ़रवरी, 2026 को प्रोफेसर मोनिका रिखी द्वारा एक साइकोमेट्रिक मूल्यांकन और आत्म-खोज कार्यशाला आयोजित की गई, जिससे प्रतिभागियों को उनके व्यक्तित्व लक्षणों, शक्तियों और करियर के झुकाव का आकलन करने में सक्षम बनाया गया, जिससे सूचित करियर निर्णय लेने के महत्व को मज़बूत किया गया। वर्ष की गतिविधियों की परिणति को ARETÉ’26 द्वारा चिह्नित किया गया था – 9 अप्रैल, 2026 को आयोजित वार्षिक उत्सव, जिसमें आईएएस अधिकारी सोनल गोयल, सचिव, त्रिपुरा मंत्रालय, मुख्य अतिथि के रूप में शामिल थे। उत्सव में सुश्री नंदिनी शर्मा और मनोवैज्ञानिक श्री आयुष चंद्रा द्वारा विचारोत्तेजक वक्ता सत्र भी शामिल थे, जिसमें मानसिक स्वास्थ्य, अकादमिक तनाव और करियर की चिंताओं जैसे महत्वपूर्ण मुद्दों को संबोधित किया गया था, साथ ही सक्रिय छात्र भागीदारी, कौशल वृद्धि और समग्र जुड़ाव को बढ़ावा देने वाली प्रतियोगिताओं की एक श्रृंखला थी। कुल मिलाकर, पूरे वर्ष सीसीजीसी द्वारा की गई पहलों ने छात्रों के बीच व्यक्तिगत विकास, पेशेवर तैयारी और सूचित करियर अन्वेषण के लिए एक व्यापक वातावरण को प्रभावी ढंग से बढ़ावा दिया।

	उनकी बातचीत ने छात्रों को इंटर्नशिप, प्लेसमेंट और कॉलेज के अवसरों का प्रभावी ढंग से लाभ उठाने पर व्यावहारिक मार्गदर्शन प्रदान किया। समग्र कौशल विकास पर अपना ध्यान केंद्रित करते हुए, सेल ने 19 नवंबर, 2025 को जयंत साहा के नेतृत्व में “कार्यस्थल तत्परता 360°: एक नरम कौशल मास्टरक्लास” का आयोजन किया, जिसने संचार कौशल, पेशेवर शिष्टाचार और कार्यस्थल की अपेक्षाओं पर ज़ोर दिया। तकनीकी दक्षताओं को और मज़बूत करते हुए, आशीष कपसिया द्वारा 17 फ़रवरी, 2026 को एक पावर बीआई कार्यशाला आयोजित की गई, जिसमें डेटा विज़ुअलाइज़ेशन में व्यावहारिक प्रशिक्षण प्रदान किया गया। प्लेसमेंट की तैयारी में, सेल ने एनईईवी 5.0 बूटकैम्प का आयोजन किया, जो 30 मार्च और 1 अप्रैल, 2026 को आयोजित दो दिवसीय गहन पहल थी, जिसे वास्तविक दुनिया की भर्ती प्रक्रियाओं का अनुकरण करने और छात्र आत्मविश्वास बनाने के लिए डिज़ाइन किया गया था। दिन 1 में हर्षिता कपूर द्वारा एक सत्र दिखाया गया था, जिसमें व्यक्तिगत ब्रांडिंग, संचार और आत्मविश्वास निर्माण रणनीतियों पर ध्यान केंद्रित किया गया था, जबकि दिन 2 में संकाय सदस्यों द्वारा आयोजित नक़ली साक्षात्कार शामिल थे, जो छात्रों को साक्षात्कार परिदृश्यों के लिए व्यावहारिक प्रदर्शन प्रदान करते थे। एक समर्पित सीवी निर्माण और वीटिंग डेस्क पूरे बूटकैंप में संचालित होता है, जो फिर से शुरू करने पर संरचित प्रतिक्रिया और व्यक्तिगत मार्गदर्शन प्रदान करता है। कार्यकाल NEEV 5.0 के साथ समाप्त हुआ – 2 अप्रैल, 2026 को आयोजित वार्षिक नौकरी और इंटर्नशिप मेला, जिसमें 45 से अधिक कंपनियों की भागीदारी शामिल थी और 50 से अधिक विविध नौकरी प्रोफाइल की पेशकश की गई थी। बीडीओ इंडिया, आईसीआईसीआई बैंक, बजाज कैपिटल, सीआरईडी और एनआईआईटी जैसे प्रमुख भर्तीकर्ताओं ने इस कार्यक्रम में भाग लिया, छात्रों को मूल्यवान उद्योग प्रदर्शन और लाइव भर्ती के अवसर प्रदान किए। प्रशिक्षण और प्लेसमेंट सेल विकास प्रदान करने और छात्रों के करियर की उन्नति को सुविधाजनक बनाने के लिए प्रतिबद्ध है।

	श्री अरविंदो शिक्षण शुल्क प्रतिपूर्ति योजना समावेशी शिक्षा की दिशा में एक बड़ा कदम उठाते हुए, समिति ने SC, ST और EWS श्रेणियों से संबंधित सभी छात्रों के लिए शिक्षण शुल्क की पूर्ण प्रतिपूर्ति की घोषणा की है।
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
